v/ Shield the Sun: Draw blinds and
curtains to block and reflect the sun’s
heat from entering the home during
the day.

v Tune R Up: Now is the time to tune-
up your air conditioner for optimal
performance.

v Insulate It: Make sure attic insulation
is at least R30. Insulate all attic
scuttle holes and access points.

v Caulk It: Weather strip and caulk
around windows and doors to reduce
heat gain.

v Get with the Program: Use a
programmable thermostat to control
temperature of air conditioner.

v Get Moving: Using ENERGY STAR®
ceiling fans will enable you to set your
thermostat higher and still keep your
home cool and comfortable.

v Seal it: Caulk and seal cracks and
holes that allow outside air to infiltrate
into your home, or conditioned air to
escape from it. Make sure ductwork is
intact and sealed properly.
